      1. The art of producing and tending a forest.
      2. A form of clear cutting, except that seed-bearing trees are left suitable dispersed to regenerate the stand.
      3. This method of cutting requires the most skill in determining which trees to cut to allow a frequent income and maintain the beauty of the forest.
      4. An area on which the entire timber stand has been cut or removed.
      5. In this cutting method, enough trees are left standing after harvesting to provide for reseeding of the forest.

Part Two: I will give you a landowner’s management objective and you have to determine which harvesting method meets that landowner’s needs.  The four methods are clear cut, selection cutting, seed-tree and shelterwood cutting. 

Term: Forest regeneration is the act of renewing tree cover by establishing young trees naturally or artificially-generally, promptly after the previous stand or forest has been removed.
1. The landowner has a stand of oak trees and wants to continue to grow oak trees on her property.  Oak trees are intermediate in shade tolerance and have a slower initial growth.  Therefore, we may need to allow for protection of the oak seedlings until they reach a size where they can sustain themselves for future harvests.  Which cutting method should be used?
     

2. The landowner has a stand of sweetgum, yellow poplar and sycamore on his 40 acre tract of land.  The landowner’s son is starting college this fall and is looking for a down payment on his condo.  The landowner has been discussing planting his land in longleaf pine.  Which cutting method would allow the landowner to get the maximum dollar from his property now and allow him to plant longleaf pine for future harvests?
     
3. A landowner has recently inherited a 120 acre tract from her grandfather.  The timber has many more years to full maturity, but there is some very valuable timber currently standing on the property.  However, the landowner has some student loans that she would like to pay off.  On the other hand, the landowner has spent many years coming out to the tract with her grandfather, hunting and enjoying the beauty of the outdoors.  Which method would allow her to earn some money now, but maintain the aesthetics of the property?
     
4. A landowner wants to cut all of the loblolly pines trees on his 80 acre tract of timber, but he wants to continue raising trees on his property for future earnings.  However, he does not want to invest in purchasing seedlings and hiring a crew to plant.  He wants to use all of his money to go on that cruise that he promised his wife 10 years ago.  What method allows you to regenerate the stand without manually planting the trees?
