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2.02 Preventing Injury

Instructions 
For each of the following scenarios, identify the hazard and then use image of the pyramid below and on the 2.02 task page to help you make suggestions on how to control the hazard and prevent injuries. An example of how to complete this task is done for you.
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Example
You work in a grocery store as a shelf stocker on the weekends. You are stocking shelves when you notice that a mother who is shopping isn’t watching her two-year old in the buggy as he pulls a jar of pickles off the shelf. The jar falls to the floor and bursts. 
· What should you do now?  
· What can be done to control the hazard in the future?
What was the hazard? The hazard is the broken glass and liquid now on the floor.
Remove the hazard: While you can’t stop selling pickles at the grocery store, you can check to make sure the customer is not hurt, put out a safety sign until you can clean up the spill and the glass, and notify the manager of the spill.
Improve policies and procedures: Suggest that the pickles be moved to a different shelf that isn’t eye level with a child in a buggy.
Wear personal protective equipment: Make sure you have on the right type of shoes to avoid falling yourself. Use gloves when cleaning up the spill to help keep glass and the pickle juice from coming in contact with your skin.
